	1. Most of us have the experience when [faulty conjunction] shopping in the night market, all of a sudden all street vendors [dangling modifier] disappeared.
· Most of us have the experience in which, when shopping in the night market, we see all street vendors disappear all of a sudden.

2. After street vendors’ leaving, there are left many garbages which make the living quality become worse.

( After street vendors are gone, they leave behind them garbage which worsens the living environment.
1. I order[word choice] to build a better condition for everyone in the city, we should make street vendors an advantage of our city, improving it and enjoying it [pronoun reference unclear]. 
· To make the city a better place for everyone to live in, I suggest that the government turn the problem of street vendor into an advantage of our city by improving and regulating vendors’ workplace so that both city dwellers and tourists can enjoy shopping on the street.
3. I do not agree with the supporters on their viewing [the supporters’ view] toward Chiang Kai-shek.

	Tense:

	Subject-Verb Agreement:
