	Thesis Statement:

	1. Thesis Statement does not pinpoint the main idea.
e.g. Question 2: 

Actually, I personally think that it is not appropriate for college students to pay much more attention to their extra-curricular activities than their academic performances. (There is a position, but the main reason for being “not appropriate” is not stated in the thesis statement.)
e.g. Question 3:

I am against all the three events together, to rename the building, replace the inscription and to redecorate the lobby. It is, from my perspective, a wrong decision to make. (There is a position, but the main idea of argument is not stated in the thesis statement.) 

e.g. Question 2:

Personally, I am for the idea that participating in extra-curricular activities is more important than studying in courses on campus for three reasons. ((continue to list the reasons)
e.g. Question 2:

In my opinion, I think college students should not spend too much time on their studies. (Your thesis statement only shows your position; you may need to include in the thesis statement both your position and the reason why you support it.)
2. The expression of thesis statement is vague.
e.g. Question 1:
As a Taiwanese, I have grown so used to, even dependent, on these street vendors, I cannot imaging living in Taiwan without them. There are good reasons why street vendors should be legalized. (The “good reasons” should be pointed out in the thesis statement.)

3. Thesis Statement should be combined in one sentence.
e.g. Question 2: 

However, students sometimes tend to place more time and effort on those extracurricular activities. Concerns are thus raised in view of students who might not have enough knowledge after graduate. I suggest that students should spend more time on curriculum to acquire more analytical knowledge.

( However, in view of some students’ spending more time and efforts on extracurricular activities and thus not learning enough, I suggest that students should spend more time on their studies, or learn to strike a balance between the two.
4. Thesis Statement not explained, nor well-supported in the paper.
e.g. Question 2:

In this essay, I will not say studying in courses is not important, but as college students, we should not always focus on the course but try to integrate our studies with the extra-curricular activities because in my opinion, that is the proper way of our studying in college. (This expression as thesis statement is too general; you need something specific—what is to be integrated?  Knowledge of polite language and the use of it in human interactions?)

	 1.  Topic sentence is not in the beginning of paragraph.
e.g. Question 1:
