	Wordiness [Redundant]: (also wrong use of “which”; overuse of noun phrases; misplaced modification) 

	1. We received the request of exhibition.

( We were asked to perform.

2. By using critical words to the modern phenomenon first, and then the appealing words to its flea market, the advertisement of Elite flea market successfully gives a reason and an attraction for people to go to its market. 
( (noun( verb) By criticizing the modern phenomenon of fast consumption in order to foreground the values of flea market, the Elite advertisement successfully attracts its target customers to go to its market.
3. That became an unforgettable memory in my brain.

( That became an unforgettable memory.

4. There was a volleyball contest being held after one month.

( There was a volleyball contest one month later.

5. The ideas conveyed in either words or pictures echo [word choice]the treasure of the past.

( Both words and pictures convey the idea of the past as treasure.
6. It[Shopping at a flea market] will give people an expectation that they can improve their bad, easily-abandoning habits in their life.
( From doing it people feel that they can improve their habits of careless disposal/fast consumption.

( People would buy them because they find a different feeling in them though they have been used by other people.

( The next line foregrounds the idea of “culture”: “In the culturally contagious area, have a flea market for the cultured people.”

	Word Form/Verb Form

	1. She inspired me to be awareness (aware) ★of my talent and interest in learning language.

( A flea market should have fleas in the market based on what it literally says; however, up to now it has made a great advancement.

4. Second hand things are for sale in the flea market, people would buy them because they find a different feeling in them though they have been used by other people.  [redundant] ★
 ( For sale in the flea market are second-hand goods, which people buy for their historical and artistic values, or for a special feeling they create in the buyers.

	Word Choice:

2. Nowadays we can not only buy things from the shop but also from a lot of online shopping websites. ★

( Nowadays we can buy things from not only the shop but also a lot of online shopping websites.
3. The classroom was huge that every English major can have a seat there.

( The classroom was so huge that every English major can have a seat there.

4. However, not only our relationships but also we like to throw away the objects too.

5. ( However, besides our relationships, we also like to throw away the objects we own.

	Chinese English:

	1. On ad here is an ad written about it: The Used and Abandoned Love. ★
( On its ad the following words are written: “The Used and Disposable Love.”
