With this definition and spirit of service-learning in mind, associate professor Belen Sy *lead the students at the English Department of Fu Jen University to do service learning in the Philippines in 2005 and 2006.  Though being personally part of the Philippines projects in both years, I acted as a detached researcher and used both questionnaire and in-depth interview to understand the other participating students’ learning conditions in the following six areas: individual growth and networking, understanding and use of professional knowledge, motivation and self-reflexiveness in learning, critical thinking, and civil responsibility (Service-Learning: A Teacher’s Guide Book pagination?)  Also, I compare these students’ responses with those sophomores English majors with no service learning experience.  The twelve English department students who went to the Philippines, I find, are stronger in their skills and motivation in self-learning, applying their professional knowledge as well as in civil responsibility, though not necessarily in critical thinking or people skills.   This finding, I believe, can be a point of reflection for both those involved in service-learning, and those not involved.
