Odds and Ends:  
-- Silent movies are great for the students to make their own dialogue.  
-- Clips from travel videos can help the students create their own. 
-- I use celebration and holiday scenes to spur discussion.  For example, "My Big Fat Greek Wedding" and "Bend It Like Beckham" both have wedding scenes useful comparing and contrasting with each other and students' cultures.  Even match the holiday name with the clip activities are fun.
