The Cinderella story is given a new look with different changes, one of which relies on a feminist approach that seeks not only to destabilize the gender stereotypes in the original story, but that also shatters the "princess syndrome" considered to be the product of the original Cinderella.  By closely examining three feminist revisions of the Cinderella story - as embedded in Cinder-Elly, Prince Cinders, and Cinder Edna, this paper argues that, despite the changes to the original story, gender stereotyping prevails in these three revisions of the original tale.
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
