1982-1988, Dr. Joyce C.H. Liu 1988-1993, Mr.

1999-2002, Dr. Raphael J. Schulte 2002-October
2003, Mr. Thomas Nash (Acting, November

July 2010) and Dr. Kate C.W. Liu from August
2010 to the present. From 1967 to 1981 the
Department granted B.A. degrees to an average of
50 students a year; since 1982 the number of
graduates has increased to an average of 70 a year.
