Ⅱ. Level of students’ English ability: Junior High School 1st Grade

Ⅲ. Class size: 6 students

Ⅳ. Course Content: Conversation (speaking and listening), Grammar and Vocabulary review

Ⅴ. Test Specification:

A. Oral 5%

a) Individual conference－By asking the students if they encounter any difficulty in learning, we can adjust our teaching content. The whole individual conference is held in English and one time per month. Usually we give 15 minutes to one student. 

b) Role Play 30%－There are 2 students in one group and they have to design the plot and content by themselves. In addition, they have to include what they have learned in class, such as some new expressions, vocabulary and grammar. We will give 10 minutes to each group and this role-play is held three times per semester.

c) Listening Test 60%－We divide the listening test into two parts. The first is to let them fill in the blanks while listening to songs; the other is to make them answer guest ions after listening to short stories. We hold this test one time per month.

B. Paper and pencil test (final exam)  5%

a) 40% Grammar－fill-in

※ We are a conversational-based class combining all the grammar and vocabulary they have learned in the junior high 1st grade textbook. The class is established in the purpose of strengthening students’ speaking and listening abilities. However, a final paper and pencil test is necessary for us to know exactly how much grammar and vocabulary they have learned. The blue percentage is how we will grade for students.
