The title of the class: English Lab

Objectives: 

· To be able to communicate with native speakers.

· To enhance the ability and skill of note taking.

· To familiarize with English dialogues, common sentence patterns and colloquial expressions and to be sensible with the intonation, and speed of native speakers.

· To be equipped with the ability of daily and situational conversation. Intensive oral practice and listening comprehension are both emphasized.

Course content:

Material used in class will be exploited for a variety of purposes, and underlying all activities will be the development of a larger vocabulary so that individual words and phrases can be identified and understood. More specifically, this course will give  [students] experience in building skills in the following areas, and most of our listening activities will involve some combination of items from this list below.

Listening for pleasure: 

· Movies

· TV series

· Songs

Goals:

  use background knowledge to help you understand what is being said 

  learn more about word reductions and fast speech 

  practice listening to reduced speech and fast conversation 

  use cultural background information to help your understanding 

  learn more about intonation

Listening for information:

· Daily and situational conversation

· News broadcasting

· Lectures

Goals:

· use strategies to improve your understanding of short pieces of information 

· listen for the main idea 

· listen for all the details 

· use the main stress in a sentence to understand better 

· use background information and predicting to help with understanding

· recognize pauses that are important for comprehension

· use paraphrase, repetition and examples

· Daily and situational conversation

· Interview with foreigners

· Peer discussion

Goals:

· practice using discourse markers, appellatives and register 

· learn strategies to understand conversations with multiple participants 

· listen for clarification 

· learn about intonation 

· use vocabulary to help understand small talk 

· be able to make oral responses

Grading:

· Attendance (15%)
· Since most of your final grade is based on class work, it is essential that you attend every  class
· More than 2 weeks of absence [i.e., 6 hours?] may result in your failing the course. 

· Participation/Discussion (20%)

· Participation is very important and part of your grade. 
· The more you participate and try your best, the faster your English will improve.
· Assignments (20%)

· You will be given some homework in order to have more practice outside the class. 

· Homework may include summary of movies, interview foreigners, tape-recording and etc.

· Mid-term Exam (20%) [rationale for these two exams?]
