Target age: 

11~12 year-old elementary school students.

English level: 

The students have learned English for two years, and have basic communicate [use “communication”] and reading ability.

Course Objectives: to increase students’ vocabulary, improving their reading ability, and get use to communicate with people in English.

Class size: 15 students

Class hour: 

Two hours a day, two days a week (every Tuesday and Friday.)

Class schedule: 

About eight topics, two subjects a month, four months a semester.
Teaching subjects: 

Different topics relate to everyday life and special occasions. Each topic includes a short reading, new vocabulary, and grammar such as sentence structure.  [Remember: in your project you have to specify what the topics are.]
Assessing direction: 

1. Paper and pencil quiz every other week when one topic is finished. Give 8 quizzes a semester. Choose the 6 highest scores, each 5%, and total 30%.

2. Observing students’ listening and speaking abilities during in class activities and games and group/ personal presentations. Make a list with each students’ name and take notes of their performance. 20% [Be sure to include a specific and detailed plan about how you will conduct the observation.]
3. Paper-pencil tests for writing [why “writing” here since it’s not one of the course objectives?] and reading as final, 30%. Five-minute groups play as final communication achievement test, 10%. [a role play?  Why don’t you separate it from the written final exam?]
4. Attendance 10%. Five unexcused absent would get an F [a failing grade].

It looks ok, but you have to state your rationale.  That is, why do you decide to have all those components in your assessment plan (as stated above)?  Give your rationale for each of them.
