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Introduction

    The proposed class is the first grade of senior high school, within 50 persons in total. This is a General English class, and the textbook, which is adopted from Studio Classroom, includes 15 units. All the students in this class are required to read and listen to Studio Classroom everyday. Furthermore, the students are also asked to memorize the vocabulary and familiarize with every text. The class time is twice a week, every Tuesday and Friday, each time with two hours. In the class, the teacher will give a lecture on every individual unit. Three main objectives are focused in this course. First of all, make students to be more active on learning and participating in class discussion. Second, develop the writing skill and correct grammar usage. Third, promote students’ listening and reading ability. About the design of this course, there are totally four parts of requirements. Firstly, free writing diary (15%). Each diary should be written about 120 words and handed in every other week. The purpose of keeping diary is to make students be able to express their feelings or reflections about every day life in English. Secondly, one presentation is needed (15%). The students should form a group with 3 people, and give the presentation in the class after spring break. The topic is about an unassigned holiday, either in western or eastern customs. Every group could decide on their own. Thirdly, quizzes (40%). Once a week, and a quiz contains one unit in Studio Classroom, including vocabulary, grammar, translation (reading, and writing). The purposes of having quizzes are to assess what the students have learned from the text, and their progress of learning, and to keep their regular reading habits. Finally, final exam (30%). The final exam would be held at the end of the semester. The content includes multiple-choice cloze (vocabulary and grammar), story-telling (make up a story according to the pictures given), translation (reading and writing), and listening comprehension (listening). The main purpose of this achievement test is to see how much the students learn from this course in the whole semester.

    The design of this course strikes a balance among listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. In order to keep the students’ enthusiasm of learning, we want to have more lively teaching materials, for example, Studio Classroom. Besides, we do consider the level of Studio Classroom is appropriate, could be easily accepted by the first grade students of senior high school. All of the content and assessment methods are designed to go with the course objectives. However, we also want to develop students’ good habits of studying English actively through listening to Studio Classroom everyday. In this way, the students can have better performance on English learning.

Design

We would have a class teaching English with Studio Classroom magazine for senior high students in order to make them have knowledge of vocabulary, reading, listening, writing, speaking ability. Through the whole course, we would ask students to have free writing diary every other week to make students have opportunity to express their feelings in English and make progress in writing. They have to write at least 120 words in diary in order to make them not to be too lazy and we refer to the JCEE’s instruction for writing part to have 120 words for diary. There is also another assignment in the course that is the presentation about introduction of holidays after spring break. Through this presentation, we want to assess student’s speaking ability and their ability to collect data in English, their team work and their organization of their presentation. Furthermore, we would have quizzes for each unit to make them be familiar with the topic they learn and be sure that the students all understand what the teacher taught them. That is, having the quizzes is to assess what they learn from the text, the progress of learning and also to keep their reading habit because the students would be lazy to study that quizzes can push them to review what they learn. Therefore, in quizzes, we would have cloze test to test students if they understand the vocabulary and have the reading ability to fill in the answers. The cloze part is presented with the word bank that we have asked some senior high students that they think it is better for them to test the understanding of the vocabulary more not the memorizing of the vocabulary only. Second part of quiz is correction to test students’ grammar ability. In TOFEL, the format of testing grammar is correction so we adopted this format to test our students’ grammar ability. The final part of quiz is the translation part that students have to translate Chinese into English. In this part, we want to assess students’ writing ability and also want to know how much they learn from the text. (Please refer to the sample of quiz.) And then, at the end of the course, we would have the final exam as the review of the course to see how much the students have learned from the course. First, we use general test format to test students’ vocabulary and grammar ability. Second part is story telling that students have to make a story according to the pictures given. The pictures are related to the topic the students have studied. To assess the students’ understanding about the topic they have learned. Third part is translation that is to test students’ writing ability. The finally part is listening comprehension with Q and A based on the tape. The conversations in the tape are all according to the topics the students have studied that, we think, would eliminated students’ nerve on listening because of the familiar content. (Please refer to the sample of final exam.) As for the grading proportion of the assessments in the course is in the following. The diary part is 15% because we try to avoid giving the students too much pressure, but also make them have a regular writing habit. The presentation part is 15% that to ensure that the students keep learning English during the vacation, and have active learning during the process of collecting data. The quiz part is 40%, that is almost 14 quizzes in the course and they are also the records of students learning. The final exam part is 30% that it is the assessment of students’ whole semester learning. 

Conclusion


The problems we met in the process of developing the assessment plan were the design of assessment methods and the adoption of the teaching materials. At the very beginning, we finished discussing the course content and course objectives very smoothly. But after that, we were quite confused with the reliability and validity of our assessment methods. We could not ensure if these methods were appropriate or not. Besides, it was difficult to distribute the grade proportion. We think that it is important to have proper proportion to every assessment test. For example, the final exam is 30% of the final grade because it is the achievement test of whole semester learning. And diary takes 15% because we want to avoid giving the students too much pressure, and make them have regular writing habits. As for the test design, we tried our best to make the quizzes and final exam not too difficult, neither be too easy to the senior high-first grade students. In this way, all of the test content were adopted from the text. However, we still could not be sure that if they would think that test was inappropriate to them even after we had pretested by ourselves.

    In writing this project, we still had to consider the thinking of the students at the same time. When we chose the teaching materials from so many texts in Studio Classroom, what we considered about were the level of attraction of the topic, the fun of reading the text, the relationship between the recent tendency and the text, and so on. We were afraid that the boring texts would reduce the students’ enthusiasm and motivations to study in this course. In addition, we also chose texts according to its classification. It means that we have varieties of texts belonged to different fields. In our points of view, this could train the students to get accustomed into all kinds of reading materials even though they are not familiar with the texts.


Before we started planning our project, we really felt panic because we did not know what should be contained in a complete project and what would be better to propose a class with appropriate course content. However, we solved most of the problems we met at the very beginning even though it was very likely that we still missed something. Also, we realized it was so hard and laborious for a teacher to design the course content, set up the course objectives, have clear instructions for all the course requirements, and have the most proper grading proportion. Even a quiz also takes lots of time and efforts for the teacher to set questions. To sum up, making students learn the most through all the assessment methods and through the whole semester courses are the most crucial things for the teacher. On the other hand, it is also important for the students to catch up with the teacher certainly. The two must go with each other very well to bring the English class into the greatest efficacy.
