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Language Assessment Project

Target Age:


11-12 year old elementary school students.

English Level:


The students have learned English for 2 years and have basic communication and reading ability.

Course Objectives:

To increase students’ vocabulary, improve their reading ability and make them get used to communicate with people in English.

Class Size: 


15 students in each class. The reason for limiting the class size to 15 is due to smaller class benefits teachers as well as students can get. If the class has too many students, it would be harder for the teacher to attend to the students’ individual needs and the students would not feel as close to the teacher and they would maybe feel somewhat shy to ask questions in class. We think that 15 is a good number for a class because the students get better attention from the teachers and the teachers get to know the students better as well.

Class Hours:

2 hours a day, two days a week (every Tuesday and Friday). 

Class Schedule:

About 8 topics (which will be listed below), two subjects a month. A semester will last for approximately 4 months. The 8 topics will be:

1. The Class play.

2. ACT I.

3. Two Witches.

4. Baby Pageant.

5. Reading I.

6. Mountain Climbing.

7. The Dragon Boat Festival.

8. ACT II.

After the 8 topics a final exam will be provided to the students to see how much they learned in class and how they relate personally to the topics and subjects discussed in class.

Teaching Subjects:

Different topics relate to everyday life and special occasions and holidays. Each topic includes a short reading, new vocabulary, and grammar such as sentence structure. We carefully picked these 8 topics so it would be easier for students to relate to. 

For example, the Class Play which is topic #1 is essential because it prepares the students for the plays that are going to be read in class and are also going to take place in the final exam. The second topic, which is ACT 1, introduces some new vocabulary and the different parts needed to make a play. This section has a relatively simple role-play, which will be read by the students in order for them to understand the meaning of role-play. The third section is called Two Witches and it emphasizes on comparison. The students are going to be taught to unite two ideas together using the comparison word “as”. Section # 4 is the Baby Pageant. This section is a continuation of Section # 3 because it also teaches students another way of comparison using word endings “–er” and “–est” at the end of an adjective, for example: tall, tall-er, and tall-est. 

The fifth section is Reading I. This section includes a story, which is to be read in class. This will improve the students’ reading skills. It will also be easier for students because it talks about animals they can easily picture and not about something they are totally unfamiliar with. Section # 6 is called “Mountain Climbing”. This section reviews comparison (sections 3 and 4) and the students will be asked to discuss the topic of mountain climbing in class. Students can talk about their past experiences, their ideas about mountain climbing, etc. This also relates to their everyday life and will be fun for students to talk bout a topic that is not so conventional. Section # 7 talks about the Dragon Boat Festival. This is a national tradition in Taiwan and once again, the students will not be unfamiliar with this topic. This section is a short story about the legend of how the Dragon Boat Festival started. Once again, students will practice their reading skills, learn more new vocabulary words and discuss the topic in class with fellow classmates which will help students get used to communicating in English with each other. The last Section is ACT II; this is a longer play and characters have to speak up more than in ACT I (Section 2). This is a way of encouraging students to memorize vocabulary and practice conversation among each other. 

After the 8 topics are taught, there will be a final exam. This final exam will be a play performed by the students to measure their knowledge concerning the vocabulary learned in class and their conversational as well as fluency abilities in English.\

These eight topics are took from the Joy of Learning 7 (unite2, 5, 6, 7, 9, 10, 12, 15)

Language assessment 

1. [Quiz] 30%

Purpose: 

The purpose of the quiz is to force the students to study after class. We hope that our students can review the class material at home automatically everyday. We think that reviewing after class can facilitate students’ understanding of the text and their memory of English vocabulary. Therefore, basically each quiz will be given after the teachers finish the topic.

The teachers are responsible for making these quizzes. The teachers would take turn to do the job. The eight quizzes we provide here are made according to the Joy of Learning 7 activity book of Joy’s English (unite 2, 5, 6, 7, 9, 10, 12, 15). In these quizzes, we want to assess the students’ understanding of the text in their text book, and their ability of using the vocabulary and grammar they learn in classes. The forms we choose to assess the students are multiple choices, fill in the blanks, finish the sentences, make sentences, answer the questions, and so on.

We think that the percentage of quizzes should be 30, because quizzes reflect the student’s understanding of each lesson and it also represents the student’s effort in his or her self-learning process. Also, the way to assess the students’ performances in quiz taking is flexible. The students can choose their scores by themselves, six out of eight. Since we have eight quizzes in total, because of the eight different topics, we only take the top six scores as their quiz performance. We think that not everyone is a good test taker, therefore we allow students to make mistakes sometimes. Also, we think that letting students to be the decision maker of their quiz score can increase the students’ interest in taking quizzes.  The main idea of giving quizzes is to help students develop their self-learning ability. So letting the students decide their quiz scores is a way to let the students to take responsibility for their overall performance.

2. [Observation] 20%

Purpose:

We would have four major activities in class for the purpose of assessing students’ speaking and listening abilities this semester. These activities would take place in the end of four of our eight topics, when the vocabulary and grammar are taught. These four topics are Let’s Act1, Baby Pageant, Mountain climbing, and Dragon Boat Festival. In each activity, the perfect score is 5, and the lowest is 1. At the end of the semester, the teachers would add the four scores together, and this score would be 20% of the final score. The teachers would make a chart to record students’ performances. The purpose is to assess the students’ speaking ability. We think that letting the students talk by them selves can be more effective. The teacher is just an assistant for the students helping them with the words that they don’t know how to say.

The first activity is to have students divide themselves into 4 groups and have a role-play in front of the whole class. What they need to do is act according to the text. The text has four different situations, and each group would present one of them. The purpose of this activity is to help students get use to the feeling of acting, and speaking in front of the classmates. In the end of the semester, they would have to do a longer role-play again in front of their classmates as the speaking and listening part of their final exam. The teachers would get scores based on students’ fluency, accuracy, and confidence.

The second activity is to have students in pairs, and these pairs need to stand in front of the classroom by taking turns. When two people are standing in front, these two don’t need to talk. The rest of the class would have to compare the differences of them by using the sentence structures which their teacher presented to the class in this topic, or former topics. The teachers would make sure every students talk at least three times when the activity is over. A student would get one point when he/she makes a sentence, and he/she would get –0.5 point if the sentence has mistakes. Students who make five sentences and make no mistakes in these sentences would get a perfect score.

The third activity is called “hobby day”. It would take place right after the sixth topic, Mountain Climbing is taught. Mountain Climbing can be seen as people’s hobby, so students would share their hobbies with their classmates. Each student would stand in font of the classroom, and have a three-minutes presentation. When the presentation is over, the other classmates are free to ask questions. The questions time is one minute. Students who ask questions would have extra 0.5 point in addition to their presentation as encouragement. The teacher would give the scores base on fluency, content, and word choice. 

The last activity is a sentence making game in the purpose of helping students use the sentence structures and vocabulary they learned in class. The class would be divided into two groups by their teacher. These two groups should have the same number of students. The teacher would put a poster of many vocabulary, verb tenses, and sentence structures on the blackboard. Every student in the two teams has to take terms, and make a sentence by choosing one vocabulary, one kind of sentence structure, and one kind of verb tense on the poster. One grammatical sentence would get one point for the team, and an ungrammatical sentence would get -1 point for the team. The students in the winning team would get 5 as their grade in this activity, and the students in the losing team would get 4 as their grade in this activity. 

Why it’s 20%

We think that we can learn more information about how much the student really has learned by observing the students. 
[Final]

1. Written test

This test is like a review test. We want to see how much vocabulary and grammar our students have learned in this semester. Also, we want to evaluate how much the student has improved in this semester. This review test will be a one-hour test and worth 20 percent of the student’s performance. 

The reason we give a final review exam for the students is because we think that students should remember enough vocabulary and to have enough grammar knowledge in order to communicate better. Therefore, we choose to give a 20% final review test for the students. The final written exam should be made by all the teachers. The exam we made here are base on the content of Joy of Learning 7 Unite 22 Practice Test.

2. Role-play

Besides the review exam, we will also let the students do role-plays as their final exam. In the role-play, we want to test the students’ speaking ability. The key elements of the student’s speaking ability should include fluency, accuracy, teamwork spirit, confidence and student’s improvement comparing to the “Act I” activity. This part will also take 20% of the student’s final exam. 

In this part of the test, we will group the students into five, three groups in total, and each group will have to prepare a ten-minute play. They will have to do a play based on the “Act II” activity. We hope the students can brainstorm some creative ideas into their play and establish the teamwork spirit through preparing the play together. 

[Attendance]

Attendance takes 10 percent of the student’s grade. Although the percentage is not very big, it’s very important. We think that attending class regularly is essential, therefore, we decided that if students who have five unexcused absences will fail the course. It will be really a pity if the students don’t come to class, because we have many in class activities. That’s what you can’t practice at home. 


Coming to class “late” is defined as coming 20 minutes after class begins and three “lates” are equal to one absence. Students will be motivated to come to class on time because if they are late they will lose one percent of their final grade.

Conclusion

   This is the best assessing plan we can make after many of discussions. All of the group members believe the students can benefit from their learning by using our assessment plan. We think the students can learn in an efficient way, and don’t have too much pressure at the same time. If we do become English teachers in the future, we will try to put our assessment plan into practice.
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
